Free will
donations will also be received and you could donate on our website: http://www.glcsonline.org/ by going to the online giving
button on the main page and following the links. Let me share a brief history written by Nichole & Deryl.

A BRIEF HISTORY

Nichole and Deryl are both 30 years old and have been married for 7 years. They grew up in Austin and have known
each other since second grade. They both graduated with the 1997 class of A.N. McCallum High School and began dating
during college. Deryl joined the United States Marine Corps in the spring of 2001 and Nichole graduated from Southwest Texas
State University (Texas State) with a B.S. in Criminal Justice in December of 2001. They were married on November 23, 2002.

After transitioning from life as a U.S. Marine for seven years Deryl hired on as a computer specialist with a large law firm
in Dallas. Nichole also works in the legal field as a Legal Assistant with a small firm in Fort Worth. They own a house in Arlington
that they purchased about 4 years ago after being relocated here by the Marine Corps.

WHY ADOPTION?

Nichole was diagnosed with Turner’s Syndrome when she was about 2 years old. Turner’s is a chromosomal
abnormality which resulted in Nichole’s inability to have children. Because of this Deryl and Nichole have always known that
adoption would be the way they started and grew their family.

WHY DOMESTIC?

Deryl and Nichole first began researching adoption a few years ago choosing initially to look at international adoption
from China. After doing some preliminary research they discovered that they did not meet the age requirement for China at that
particular time. That was when they decided to dive into Domestic adoption research. Nichole heard about an Adoption Seminar
at Lake Pointe Church in October of 2007 on KLTY and immediately decided that this was something they needed to attend.
They received much needed information that day and have since attended many more events and conferences through the LPC
Adoption Ministry.

WHY NOW?

Shortly after the conference in 2007 they were introduced to Financial Peace University and Dave Ramsey. They began
his program in February of 2008 and found it to be an invaluable process. Together they made the commitment to be debt free
(aside from their house) before continuing the adoption process stating “This program really inspired us to get financially stable
before we brought a baby into our home. We want our child to be able to have all the wonderful things life has to offer. With the
adoption process being very expensive, we felt that this was a necessary move prior to beginning.”

FUNDING?

Nichole and Deryl have been doing fundraisers to help offset the cost of the adoption. They have had several garage
sales over the last year with support from many family and friends. They plan to have a BBQ fundraiser in Austin sometime this
year with the help of their family. The Surratts have made a commitment to pay cash for the adoption and decided to wait until
they have raised the majority of the funds before beginning the application part of the process. Though they don’t know where it
will all come from, they truly trust that God will provide and lead their way. They welcome and are greatly appreciative for any
and all support and PRAYERS that Grace is able to provide.
